The integrated survey system expedites and facilitates orderly development while the mapping and associated products facilitate sustainable development.  In more recent years, The Chief Directorate established an active control survey network of GPS base stations named TrigNet.  The Chief Directorate has an archive of aerial photography dating back to 1937 and photographic coverage of the entire country is updated on a continuous basis.  The Chief Directorate not only distributes this information but also conducts practical training programmes in spatial information.
