Additional Information to get GeoMoose running in IIS

Attached is additional information to get Geomoose / Mapserver running in an IIS environment

1)  Add a projection parameter to each mapfiles

All mapfiles that are projecting on the fly must include the projection library information.

This is only required if you are projecting on the fly

CONFIG PROJ_LIB "C:/ms4w/proj/nad/"  this definition needs to be towards the top of the map file
2)  Update the php.ini file to work with IIS

Note:  this is a security risk if you are not using IIS please make sure that your php.ini file is left untouched.

Uncomment this line: cgi.force_redirect = 0  
Make sure that the redirect value is 0

3)  Verify settings in IIS 

MS_tmp  (physical folder)

Allow internet guest account and users account modify permissions.

geomoose (virtual folder)

C:\ms4w\apps\GeoMOOSE\htdocs

Read only

App name – geomoose

Execute permissions – scripts only

Add Application extensions .php  (c:\ms4w\Apache\cgi-bin\php-cgi.exe)  - make sure script engine and verify that file exists are checked

cgi-bin (virtual folder)

C:\ms4w\Apache\cgi-bin

Read only

App name – cgi-bin

Execute permissions – scripts and executables

ms_tmp (virtual folder)

C:\ms4w\tmp\ms_tmp
Read and write
App name – ms_tmp
Execute permissions – scripts only
Web Service Extensions
MapServer CGI  C:\ms4w\Apache\cgi-bin\mapserv.exe

Allowed
PHP cgi  c:\ms4w\Apache\cgi-bin\php-cgi.exe
Allowed
