Overview: 

We have programmed applications in Coldfusion for some time now and recoding everything in PHP will not work at this time. Need help getting the basics down, by example, using MG API within Coldfusion MX (possibly BlueDragon in the future). Attached to this write-up will be an example of a Coldfusion wrapper called crouton using JAR Tag Soup. This shows that we should be on the right track or at least it can be done if the JAR is formatted correctly for CF usage. In PHP (extension = php_MapGuideApi.dll) would be nice to find that type if bridge for Coldfusion. The other route is all FCGI but if we can go all server side API that would be very nice.
Java Based Example:
Currently running Coldfusion MX 7.0.2. Drop JAR files MapGuideApi.jar, commons-codec-1.3.jar, commons-fileupload-1.0.jar in C:\CFusionMX7\lib and restart CF server. I  get errors on every class I try to use from NULL to Java Bean errors. I would love to load the whole thing and use it like a ActiveX control if possible.

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Not sure what class to use as the MAIN which in turn should give us access to all the other class functions.. We just want to treat this like an object and possibly build a wrapper CFC page for functionality. Once we get past the basics on how to create the init object we should be set. Imagine a nice CF wrapper that gives Coldfusion programmers access to advanced API calls using simple CFC functions. That is the main goal. Would love to learn the Java since it can be run on Linux.

DLL Based Example:
Now I was told the DLLs produced for PHP and ASP.NET or not COM objects so we didn’t get real far on this. The DLL approach would work nicely since most of out clients are on Windows Servers but again cross platform would be nice since we are using Coldfusion anyway.
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
