Job Duties:

The student worker assists Petroleum Remediation Program (PRP) staff with spatial data collection and analysis. The position involves maintaining spatial data files and databases for the PRP. Work will also include technical analysis, data management, field work and other special projects related to spatial data and GIS applications. Other duties in support of program or Agency staff may also be assigned as necessary.

Work hours are expected to average 12-20 hours per week during the school year with more hours possible during the Summer and holidays.

Minimum Qualifications:

2nd year status (or higher) in an accredited college. Enrolled in a bachelors or graduate degree program with 9 or more semester credits or 6 or more quarter credits. A major in science, engineering, environmental studies, GIS, or other environmentally related fields. Should be proficient in one or more GIS software.

Must possess a valid driver's license.

(To be eligible for appointment as a Student Worker you must be a student enrolled in an educational program or planning to enroll within three months. Students may be "off" for the summer or for one semester/quarter and remain employed as student workers, but such absences cannot exceed one semester/quarter in a year. As a student you must be enrolled in

high school or in a post-secondary or graduate program. If a student is enrolled at a credit-granting institution he/she must carry at least six semester (nine quarter) credits. If enrolled at a non-credit granting institution or one that only offers one credit per class, a student must be taking two or more classes per semester/quarter. Any lesser credit (class) load shall be treated as a semester/quarter off. Graduate students must be enrolled in at least two courses or making progress on a dissertation. You will be asked to complete an Educational Verification form prior to appointment.)

Preferred Qualifications:

This person should be proficient in the ESRI GIS software products; ArcMap, ArcCatalog and ArcToolbox. They should be able to create, manage, document (metadata) and analyze spatial and tabular data from multiple sources and display information visually. This candidate should have working knowledge of geodatabases and analytical programs, such as Spatial Analyst. Experience with Excel, Access, or spreadsheets.
