The logo is the signature of the foundation. It signifies ownership and conveys foundation endorsement. The logo is a symbol representing the perceptions that users have about the foundation.

For a logo to be effective it must be represented and displayed correctly at all times.
You may use OSGeo trademarks (but not logos or taglines) to identify OSGeo projects, services, and programs on academic, promotional and advertising materials, provided you adhere to the following guidelines: 
You may not incorporate or include OSGeo trademarks in your company name, product name, domain name, or in the name of your service.

Guideline – ANY OTHER TM’S 
Color

The OSGeo logo is comprised of gradients of green and white.

The CMYK values are:

· 60 / 0 / 60 / 20 

· 40 / 0 / 40 /0

The PMS identifiers are: ***NO PMS COLORS SELECTED***
Never use the logo except in the color it was designed.

Placement

The Logo can be placed either horizontally or vertically, reading up or down. 

The logo should never appear to be visually centered in a layout.

Vertical Orientation
The vertical orientation is suitable for covers of printed pieces, banners, and posters. 

Horizontal orientation
Use the horizontal orientation as a closing for a set of information, such as the back of a printed piece, or where space is an issue, such as on a website. 

Logo Don’ts 
• Do not use drop shadows.

• Do not change the letter casing.

• Do not add space between letters or image.

• Do not place the Logo at the edge of a page.

• Do not center the Logo in a color field or box.

• Do not set the Logo in any typeface.

• Do not use the Logo without the ® registration mark. (has application for TM been submitted?)
